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FAYETTE DE CAMEO

Let me start out by saying that I first laid eyes of
Fayette when she was a 4-year-old. I was driving
down Sliger Mine Road, and Potato was crossing the
street just in front of me. He was riding his Arabian
mare, Fill e de Cailana, and ponying Fayette. I
remember that sight as though it just occurred -- Fill e,
bright chestnut and steady as they come, with the bay
seemingly floating in her wake. My first glimpse of
the mare, who would ultimately take me to the
Haggin Cup. She was big. She was so alive! It was as
though Potato had a li fe-sized horse balloon on a lead.

In late 2000, she and I began our endurance careers
together. The Death Valley Encounter, circa 2000.
December 28th, to be exact. A morning so cold I was
at first afraid I was going to die, then I was afraid I
wasn©t. We set out at 6 in the morning, following
Potato and Fill e for our very first 50-mile competitive
ride.

We began near the front, and as the day progressed,
we passed rider after rider until at mile 40, we could
see the first horse across the desert floor. He saw us
and set his horse into a hand gallop. We continued to
travel at a fast, steady trot with an occasional gallop.
A few miles into this gallop, Fayette stumbled, and
we both did a double gaynor onto the sands of Death
Valley. "Death" took on new meaning! Although
neither of us was hurt, it took a while to brush off the
dust and finish the final five miles. During which
time, we were passed by a
few riders. We came in 5th and 6th , and Fayette
garnered her first Best Condition.

The year 2000 saw us always in the top ten and rarely
out of the BC seat. The year was highlighted on
August 4th when we came in 3rd at our first Tevis,
which happened to be our first 100-miler together.

Potato, our friend Judy Carnazzo, and I rode the entire
ride together and came in 2nd, 3rd and 4th . I was
thrill ed beyond measure at finishing this world-
renowned "granddaddy of endurance rides." Happy to
simply have completed this ride, I was truly
astonished the next day when Dr. Jamie Kerr awarded
this fine Shagya mare with the coveted Haggin Cup
for the horse "most fit to
  continue." And, indeed, she was. At the trot-out, she
seemed to sail – much as the first time I saw her.

I know greatness when I see it, and knew that she had
a Tevis win in her with a more aggressive rider,
Potato. I turned the reins over to him for Tevis 2002,
and my theory was borne out when he and that super
mare crossed the finish line first. It was shortly after
this that an offer we couldn’ t refuse came in, and she
was sold in September 2003 to a lovely gentleman
from Japan.

Because of this Tevis win, she was invited to the
UAE to compete in their President’s Cup 100-mile
race. This event occurred February 19, 2003 and
afforded me a once-in-a-li fetime chance to meet the
people of the United Arab Emirates and take in a
culture I otherwise never would
have experienced. Fayette is to return in 2005 with
her new owner.

Fayette is a big, bold bay horse with a tiny white star.
Her sire is the celebrated Shagya stalli on, *Oman, and
her dam is a purebred Arabian mare, Cameo Corrine
(Abu Masson x Cam Hilea), a CMK-bred horse.
Fayette came about by accident. Literally. Her dam,
Cammie, was to be ridden in Tevis, 1996. However,
on a training ride, she stepped on a piece of
broken glass, slicing open a hind leg. With Tevis out
of the picture, she was bred to *Oman. Who says
there’s not a superior being in charge.
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As a youngster, Fayette roamed the pastures of
Sliger Mine Ranch with the Richardson band of
Arabians until she was put under saddle at the age
of 5. When she and I met, she was a baby of 6 –
the age at which she won the Haggin Cup. As you
can see, she has a long and ill ustrious
endurance career ahead of her. Once she
completes that, she most certainly will t ake up
duties of motherhood. You see, she was in foal
when we sold her, much to our surprise.

.Shortly after we moved our ranch, the first storm
of the year hit, fences came down, and our
Arabian stalli on, Gandhy Dancer (*Barich de
Washoe x Hi Tam Azmetta) got together with
Fayette, and the resulting fil ly was born October
3, 2003. She's a beauty! This girl's registered
name is Hanako, which means littl e sweetheart in
Japanese, but I li ke to josh that it means "buy one,
get one free."

The future of Shagyas in our herd is carried on by
our junior stalli on, SMR Garcon. He, too, is by
*Oman and is out of the aforementioned Fill e
de Cailana (Bezatal x Eden's Cailana). Fill e,
herself a champion, won Tevis in 1998. Garcon is
a bay with four perfectly even socks and the cutest
littl e blaze. He is a good, solid citizen who will
take to the Tevis trail i n 2005. He has three get as
of this writing: Chance, a colt out of an Arab cross
mare; Walking Contradiction, a fil ly out of a
Standardbred mare, and my favorite, SMR
Zoltaan, out of Cameo Corrine. Zoltaan is a 7/8
brother to Fayette.

The part-Shagyas are tractable, athletic, intell igent
and a joy to have in our li ves. Before meeting
Fayette, I was interested in purebred Arabs
only, and nothing else. Obviously, Fayette opened
my eyes to the wonders and abiliti es of the
Shagya breed. I thank her daily.

Keep your eyes peeled for Fayette in the future!
We can all track her progress through the AERC
website. (AERC.org.) There is not doubt that
she will continue to promote the Shagya-Arab as

she floats down the trail . Just like the first time I
was stunned at the sight of her . . .

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The 2nd Annual ASAV Ride – or How
We Survived Hurr icane Ivan

For the second annual ASAV ride (September 15
– 19, 2004) we traveled to a part of our country
that I had never heard of and probably never
would have visited—and that would have been a
mistake.  Daunna and Cheryl, after much
investigation, made the wise decision that we
would stay at the East Fork Stables and Resort
and ride in the Big South Fork area of Tennessee.
Chris and I loaded Bikaver and Te Jat in the horse
trailer, put our 30+ year old tent in the truck and
set out for the Cumberland Plateau region of
Tennessee.  To break up the trip, we spent
Tuesday night near Verona, KY.  We left Bik and
Te at Daunna's for the night, which gave us an
opportunity to see Te's brothers and sisters.  What
fun.  I love to look at beautiful Shagyas!  The next
morning, as we were getting ready to load up,
Daunna (wanting to bring wood along for a
campfire) stirred up a bees nest in the wood pile.
She must have been stung a dozen or more times.
OUCH!! !!

A littl e while later we got the rigs on the road with
Daunna in the lead and Chris and I following.
When we met up with Cheryl we had a real
caravan heading down to TN.  The trip was
beautiful – but I'm glad I wasn't driving.  The
switchback turns would have been the death of me
– figuratively if not literally.  As we drove down
the highway towards East Fork Stables we were
surprised to see on the trail besides the highway
three people on horseback waving to us.  It was
Aunt JoAnne with two other people I didn't know.
By the time we checked in and found our camp
sites, JoAnne was back in camp with Gaby and
Joern Moeller.  Gaby and Joern are long time
Shagya breeders from Munich, Germany who

were in the States visiting Darlene.  JoAnne,
Darlene, Gaby and Joern had arrived the day
before to enjoy the trails. Linda arrived a short
time later – just in time for dinner. We had a
fantastic dinner around the campfire with polish
sausage thanks to Darlene and German potato
salad thanks to Gaby.  Darlene and company left
that evening so Gaby and Joern could catch a
flight back to Germany the next day. Knowing
that Hurricane Ivan was moving in our directions
we listened to the weather reports, hoped for the
best, and headed to bed.  During the night the
rains began.

The East Fork Stables was great.  The
accommodations were very nice and, more
importantly, the people were very
accommodating.  We woke up Thursday morning
to a light rain.  Ivan was still headed in our
direction, but we wanted to get in a ride so we
headed out as early as we could.  It drizzled
during the ride, but the trails were fun and the
scenery beautiful, so the wet clothes didn't matter.
When we got back to camp and listened to the
weather, they were predicting that Ivan would be
coming right through the area and we could
expect over 8 inches of rain.  JoAnne left to visit
some friends, Tom and Joyce Pickard, who had
retired in the area.  The approaching storm was a
concern because Linda and Chris and I were in
tents and the horses were in electric corrals in the
trees.  We talked with the management and found
that enough people had cancelled their
reservations that a cabin was open.  We moved
the horses into an open shed row with nice box
stalls and we all moved to the cabin (actually, all
except Cheryl who decided to ride out the storm
in her trailer – brave woman that she is!).  Am I
glad we made the move.  By morning the place
where our tent had been was a small l ake.  The
cabin was great.  Most importantly it was dry, but
it also had 2 bedrooms, a bath, kitchen, li ving
room, and a big front porch with a swing.  We
spent both Thursday and Friday nights in the
cabin, but we had to be out by Saturday morning.
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On Friday the weather was bad enough that we
decided to drive around to see the area and do
some shopping rather than ride.  I kept insisting
that it was only residual moisture on the
windshield and we could go back and ride, but no
one believed me.  We didn't get to ride on Friday
but we did get to see the Big South Fork National
Recreation Area and shop at two tack stores.  At
one of the tack stores we saw an ad for a horse
trailer for sale.
